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REAR STABILIZER INSTALLATION

Rear stabilizer installation
1. Align with the direction and shape of the standard

stabilizer, and then install.

Bushing installation
1. Install the bushings so that they are aligned with the stop

flanges.

Stabilizer control link installation
1. Install the stabilizer control link at the proper angle as

shown in the figure.

Removed parts reinstallation
1. Reinstall the parts removed in section [3] in the reverse or

order of removal.

•  Be sure to install the stabilizer control link in the
proper position. If it is not installed properly, the
stabilizer control link may interfere with peripheral
components when driving, causing damage to each
other.
